Sugar Hill Benefits for Splost 
 

Special Local Option Sales Tax (SPLOST) is a one cent sales tax paid on all purchases made in Gwinnett 
County.  This tax is paid by all business customers when shopping in our County.  Historically, almost 
half of the SPLOST is paid by citizens of other counties or even states. 
 
The City of Sugar Hill received almost $2 million dollars from the 2001 SPLOST Program.  Following is a 
summary of City improvements that were made possible by the receipt of this money.   
 
Roads: 

• Over 19 miles of City roads were repaired / resurfaced and paid for in whole or part with 
SPLOST dollars. 

 
Recreation: 

• Installed new state of the art Musco Sports Lighting for the ball fields and soccer fields at EE 
Robinson Park. 

• Built a new Amphitheater at EE Robinson Park. 
• Purchased the old First Baptist Church Property on W. Broad and the Fellowship Hall on Church 

Street. 
• Built the Sugar Hill Town Green with sidewalks, swings and benches on West Broad Street.  This 

Town Green includes a Town Clock, Gazebo, Veteran’s Monument and large trees. 
• A small portion of the new Community Center on Church Street was paid for with SPLOST funds.
